
Step One:  We admitted that we 

were powerless over alcohol – 

that our lives had become un-

manageable  

STEP One involves two distinct though 

closely related admissions both of which are 

strong medicine for me as a person with a 

drinking problem. If I feel that I have ac-

cepted this Step without any difficulty, there is 

a good chance that I am self-deceived as to its 

depth of meaning. On the other hand, if I 

balk at it, I have seriously damaged my capac-

ity to get any help from the eleven Steps 

which follow. In either case my life on the AA 

program, my ability to have a sane under-

standing of my alcoholic problem, and my 

chance for lasting sobriety are endangered. 

Therefore, it follows that the course of safety 

for me must avoid these pitfalls and must in-

volve a coming-to-terms with the whole Step 

at some depth. 

The first admission is that of powerlessness 

over alcohol; the second is that of unmanage-

ability of my life.  At once I am thrown into 

conflict with one of my most deeply held and 

dearly cherished ideas, one which seems to 

have the strong support of much of the secu-

lar wisdom of my society, namely, that as long 

as I am alive and possessed of even the small-

est shred of my rational faculty, I must retain 

some control over every aspect of my con-

scious behavior. Am I not "the master of my 

fate. . .the captain of my soul" (never mind 

that the author of those lines died a suicide)? 

That I do not have total control over my 

drinking is obvious. That I have less control 

over alcohol now than I did a year ago I can 

accept--likewise that if I continue my course 

for another year (provided I survive the ex-

periment) I will have less control than I do 

now. I will even concede a 99 per cent loss of 

control, for that still leaves my willpower and 

self-respect some little place of refuge. But the 

word "powerlessness" clearly implies a total 

and complete failure of willpower and self-

help of all descriptions in the area of my rela-

tionship to alcohol. All those deeply ingrained 

ideas about self-reliance, pride, backbone,

Conscious Honesty 

Honesty is a lot like spirituality.  It’s something that was considered by the Founders to be es-

sential to maintaining sobriety, something which is hammered into us at the beginning of every 

meeting, and something most of us have only a rudimentary grasp of when we first enter AA.  

Honesty, like spirituality, is an acquired virtue, one in which we can continue to grow both in 

understanding and in practice as we mature in AA.  When I came into AA, at the relatively ad-

vanced age of fifty-one, I thought I was an honest person.  Indeed, on a superficial level I was.

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STEP ONE, from page 1 

intelligence, gumption, etc., 

rebel at the thought of such an 

unconditional surrender. 

The first answer to the emo-

tional and intellectual objec-

tions to accepting for fact that I 

am completely powerless is a 

pragmatic one. Three hundred 

and fifty thousand or more 

people have gained freedom 

from the same problem 

through the means of the AA 

program which has this asser-

tion as its starting point. The 

proposition that victory can 

begin with an admission of to-

tal defeat seems at first impossi-

ble, ridiculous. Experience has 

proven it to be in actuality that 

most effective of truths, a para-

dox and, most important, a 

paradox which is uniquely ef-

fective for people in trouble 

with alcohol. 

As a self-styled intellectual I 

may need more in the way of 

convincing than an appeal to 

results. Why does this paradox 

work? Quite simply, Step One 

works because it does not stand 

alone. Clearly, it would be dan-

gerous for me to admit power-

lessness if I then had no further 

steps to take to fill the power 

vacuum in myself. Such a sur-

render as an only or final step 

could, followed to its logical 

conclusion, lead to utter despair 

and the various ugly conse-

quences which go along with 

that state. But Step One is not 

in any sense a final one. Rather, 

it is the gateway to the whole 

program of twelve interrelated 

and interdependent Steps which 

can serve to connect me in a 

practical, everyday way with a 

source of power strong enough 

to let me live a normal, useful 

existence. 

As an alcoholic I am a man 

with life-trouble comparable to 

a house on fire. My self-will has 

proven to be about as effective 

a fire extinguisher as gasoline. 

The flames have trapped me on 

the ledge of a fifth-floor win-

dow. Below me on the ground 

stand firemen holding a net. Do 

I jump, or do I re-enter the 

house and try to put out the fire 

with my last, half-empty can of 

gasoline? Does it make sense 

that I can save my life by jump-

ing out of a fifth-story window? 

If I believe that the net will 

catch me as it has caught so 

many before me, it makes 

sense. But whether or not it 

makes sense to my frantic rem-

nants of understanding, the fact 

is that only by jumping from the 

window do I have a chance to 

live. The first Step is like that.

Our common welfare should come first; personal recovery depends upon AA unity. 
 

The magnificent unity of Alcoholics Anonymous is the most cherished quality our society has. Our lives, the lives of all to come, 

depend squarely upon it. We stay whole, or AA dies. Without unity, the great heart of AA would cease to beat, our world arteries 

would no longer carry the life-giving grace of God, his gift to us would be spent aimlessly. Back again in their caves, alcoholics 

would reproach us and say, "What a great thing AA might have been!" 

"Does this mean," some will anxiously ask, "that in AA the individual doesn't count for much? Is he to be dominated by his group 

and swallowed up in it?"

I was told as a child that lying, cheating, and stealing were wrong, and that I would be squashed like a bug if I were caught doing 

any of the things commonly labeled as dishonest.  As a result, telling the truth became more or less second nature, and I was a very 

poor liar.  When confronted, I would tell the truth rather than make a fool out of myself.  In other words, my actions were purer 

than my motives. 

My attitudes towards money and possessions were similar.  I had strong inhibitions against putting hours I had not worked on my 

timecard, or making long distance phones on someone else’s phone line, or misrepresenting something I was offering for sale, or 

any of the hundreds of other petty ways in which people commonly cheat each other.  Again, a lot of my so-called honesty 

stemmed from fear — from certainty that I was a rank amateur in the thievery department, and would probably be caught.  I thus 

entered AA with the second hurdle in the honesty trajectory — that is basic cash-register honesty — already surmounted, and 

since this is usually the newcomer’s first focus, I became a little complacent.  I say second hurdle, because every alcoholic labors 

under some degree of self-deception, and failing to make an honest appraisal of oneself early on will invariably lead to trouble later 

in the game.  However, self-deception is much harder to recognize and eradicate than deception aimed at others.  The practical 

advice in the Big Book and 12 x 12 recognizes this:  although the Fourth Step is concerned with making a moral inventory, the 

newcomer is encouraged to concentrate on resentments towards others.  Most people get around to the more stubborn bits of self 

deception only after several years of sobriety and several passes through the 12 steps. 

Candor is one aspect of honesty which tends to get the short shrift among alcoholics.  An obsession with personal privacy takes 

the place of outright lying.  Instead of (one) saying (they are) working late at the office, (one) tells his (or her) partner that it’s none 

of (his or) her business.  This sort of lying by omission, cloaked in the guise of personal autonomy, is if anything more destructive 

of interpersonal relationships than outright falsehood.  A person who lies is likely to believe that it is his basic right to do so.  Es-

pecially if drunk, he may become abusive if the target of his falsehoods disbelieves him, but unless he is a psychopath, he’ll have 

some sense that what he has done is wrong.  The ;person standing up for his privacy, on the other hand, may be fully convinced 

that his evasions represent the moral high ground. 

Avoidance and isolationism detract from honesty.  One can avoid both lying and telling the truth by having no interactions with 

other people at all.  If one’s life is so routine and regimented that little decision making is possible, the opportunities to cheat are 

few and far between.  The person who leads a solitary pickled existence minimizes his opportunities to be actively dishonest, but at 

the same time he reinforces one of the most pernicious forms of self-deception:  ―It’s OK, because I’m not hurting anybody but 

myself.‖ 

Motives for telling the truth matter.  I mentioned earlier that I told the  truth and met my financial obligations principally because 

of fear of being caught….this is better than nothing, but it is desirable to find some spur to honesty which is equally applicable 

under all circumstances, and fixes on a positive goal rather than a negative alternative.

We may certainly answer this question with a loud "No!" 

We believe there isn't a fellowship on earth which lavishes 

more devoted care upon its individual members; surely 

there is none which more jealously guards the individual's 

right to think, talk, and act as he wishes. No AA can compel 

another to do anything; nobody can be punished or ex-

pelled. Our Twelve Steps to recovery are suggestions; the 

Twelve Traditions which guarantee AA's unity contain not a 

single "Don't." They repeatedly say "We ought. . ." but 

never "You must!" 

To many minds all this liberty for the individual spells sheer 

anarchy. Every newcomer, every friend who looks at AA for 

the first time is vastly puzzled. They see liberty verging on 

license, yet they recognize at once that AA has an irresistible 

strength of purpose and action, "How, "they ask, "can such 

a crowd of anarchists function at all? How can they possibly 

place their common welfare first? What, in Heaven's name, 

holds them together?"  

(Those who look will soon have the key to this strange para-

dox. The AA member has to conform to the principles of 

recovery. His life actually depends upon obedience to spiri-

tual principles. If he deviates too far, the penalty is sure and 

swift; he sickens and dies. At first he goes along because he 

must, but later he discovers a way of life he really wants to 

live. Moreover, he finds he cannot keep this priceless gift 

unless he gives it away. Neither he nor anybody else can 

survive unless he carries the AA message. Realization dawns 

that he is but a small part of a great whole; that no personal 

sacrifice is too great for preservation of the fellowship. He 

learns that the clamor of desires and ambitions within him 

must be silenced whenever these could damage the group. The mo-

ment this Twelfth Step work forms a group, another discovery is 

made--that most individuals cannot recover unless there is a group. 

It becomes plain that the group must survive or the individual will 

not. 

So at the outset, how best to live and work together as groups be-

came the prime question. In the world about us we saw personali-

ties destroying whole peoples. The struggle for wealth, power, and 

prestige was tearing humanity apart as never before. If strong peo-

ple were stalemated in the search for peace and harmony, what was 

to become of our erratic band of alcoholics? As we had once strug-

gled and prayed for individual recovery, just so earnestly did we 

commence to quest for the principles through which AA itself 

might survive. On thousands of anvils of heartbreaking experience, 

the structure of our society was hammered out. 

Countless times, in as many cities and hamlets, we re-enacted the 

story of Eddie Rickenbacker and his courageous company. Like us, 

they had suddenly found themselves saved from death, but still 

floating upon a perilous sea. How well they saw that their common 

welfare came first. None might become selfish of water or bread. 

Each needed to consider the others and in abiding faith they knew 

that they must find their real strength. And this they did find, in 

measure to transcend all the defects of their frail craft, every test of 

uncertainty, pain, fear, and despair, and even the death of one. 

Thus has it been with AA. By faith and by works we have been able 

to build upon the lessons of an incredible experience. These live 

today in the Twelve Traditions of Alcoholics Anonymous, which--

God willing--shall sustain us in unity for so long as he may need us.

Sometimes malice and resentment add ―honesty‖ to their arsenal.  A scathing attack on another may  be ―honest‖ in the sense of 

containing no false information, but it is dishonest to make such an attack in the name of common interest, concealing that one 

hates the target. 

We can never know, let alone communicate, the entire truth about a complex subject.  In everything we utter, and in every 

transaction we undertake, we exercise a good deal of selectivity about what is made evident and what we conceal.  The dishonest 

person distorts the output consciously, in ways which further his own ends at the expense of others.  A naively honest person is apt 

to communicate too much information, in a confusing manner, obscuring crucial details. 

There remains the consciously honest person, who weighs the impact his actions are likely to have and lets the probable results 

govern his selectivity.  It is here that malice and benevolence come into play.  One can arrange and edit the facts maliciously, 

deliberately seeking to harm others, or selfishly, without respect for others, or respectively, making the truth serve justice and 

human happiness.
